MG LEADERSHIP TRACK: $60  Feb. 28 & 29 
This program track has been specifically designed to provide county association officers and leadership solutions to diffi-
cult issues.  Are IRS rules for non-profit groups trying your Master Gardener Group Treasurers?  Are you puzzled when 
you are organizing Master Gardener projects?  Is communicating with your Master Gardeners a challenge?  Answers to 
these questions and other opportunities and challenges for Master Gardener leaders will be answered through interac-
tive games and skits in the Leadership Track at the 2008 Winter School. 
 
MG EDUCATOR TRACK: $60  Feb 29 & Mar 1
